CONFERENCE THEME/CONTENU DU SEMINAIRE

What has become global and what has remained local in social work education and research? How far has
social work become only an instrument for the political and economic transformation and how far does social
work resists the utilitarian logic of the new world order? How to cultivate social work theory in order to develop
a higher self-reflexivity of social work practice? In the current situation theorising about social work practice is
needed more then ever before in order to deepens the self-awareness of everyone working in the social field. In
order to do so, the conference “Theoretical Approaches in Social Work Education” enables all the
participants to use different interdisciplinary approaches, written and visual materials that reflect the past as well
as those that open the vision for the future.

The conference theme, “Theoretical Approaches in Social Work Education” has been adopted with the
conviction that the ongoing political and economic transformation of Europe poses new challenges for the
European community of social work educators. To enable social workers to address these new challenges and
social problems, social work educators need to share ideas on the present state and theoretical underpinnings of
European social work education.
